The Associate of Arts in Psychology is designed as a university transfer
program that substantially meets the requirements for the first two years
of study for the B.A. in Psychology at UNR.

Specific curriculum
provides students with major concepts, theoretical perspectives and
empirical findings in Psychology. In addition, students will come to
understand and apply basic research methods in Psychology.

The Associate of Arts in Psychology is a good fit for students who do
not see graduate study in Psychology or Psychiatry in their future, but
are looking to complement a career in Human Resources, Business, Law,
Education, or a related field.
